• Perhaps she has not attended a 
video call, meeting or social for 
quite a long time and no one 
has checked to see why. 

• She talks about work and all 
her obligations. 

• Maybe there has been some 
conflict in the chapter.   

• She may be suffering from 
some financial setbacks. 

 
What can I say or do? 

• Give her a call and let her know 
you have been thinking about 
her. 

• Let her know you really care 
and are sympathetic to her 
situation. 

• If finances are a concern, let 

her know the chapter may be 

able to help. 
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
